In order
to preserve blind juding, the contestant may nat speak on stage

Maximum playing time of five (5) minutes for al contests.

In an effort to judgethe contest objectively and equdly, thefollowing criteriawill becongdered by the
judges and assigned point valuein each area.

40 points 1. ARRANGEMENT - Contestant's version of thetuneselected. Isit appropriate to thetune
and ingrument? Difficulty and origindity will beconsdered.

40 points 2. EXECUTION, TUNING - Fingeing, picking and dynamics will be consdered. Isthe
ingrument in tune?

10 points 3. SHOW VALUE - Themusc should be played with life and feeling. It should not appear
listless not should it drag.

10 points4. OVERALL IMPRESSION
